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Orange County returns to red tier, additional businesses to reopen on March 14

WESTMINSTER, Calif. - Orange County has returned to the red “substantial” tier in the State of

L

California’s “Blueprint for a Safer Economy” reopening plan.

Effective Sunday, March 14, the following businesses, including those in Westminster, may
reopen and increase their capacities under the red tier:

¢ Restaurants
o May reopen for indoor dining with modifications
o (Capacity must be limited to 25 percent or 100 people, whichever is fewer

¢ Wineries, Breweries, and Distilleries Where Meals are Not Served
o May reopen outdoor only with modifications
o Reservations are required, 90-minute time limit imposed
o Service must close by 8 p.m. every night

¢ Places of Worship
o Mayremain open indoors with modifications
o Indoor activities must be limited to 25 percent capacity

e Shopping Centers
o Indoor capacity must be limited to 50 percent for shopping malls, destination
shopping centers, and swap meets
o Shopping center food courts may reopen with limited capacity of 25 percent or
100 people, whichever is fewer (see industry guidelines for restaurants)
o Common areas remain closed

Retail
o Indoor capacity may be increased to 50 percent

Hair Salons and Barbershops; Personal Care Services (e.g. nail salons, body waxing,
tattoo parlors, piercing studios, skin care and cosmetology, massage services)
o Mayremain open indoors with modifications

Dance Studios, Gyms, Fitness Facilities (i.e. Yoga Studios, Climbing Walls)
o May reopen indoors with modifications
o (Capacity must be limited to 10 percent

Youth and Adult Recreational Sports
o Some outdoor moderate-contact sports permitted
o Higher-contact outdoor sports may be permitted, subject to additional
requirements

Movie Theaters
o May reopen with modifications
o (Capacity must be limited to 25 percent or 100 people, whichever is fewer

Funeral Homes
o May open for indoors with modifications
o (Capacity must be limited to 25 percent
o No food or beverages permitted

Weddings
o Ceremonies may be held indoors with modifications
o (Capacity must be limited to 25 percent
o No food or beverages permitted

Libraries
o May reopen indoors with modifications
o (Capacity must be limited to 50 percent

¢ Dance Studios, Gyms, Fitness Centers, Yoga Studios, and Climbing Walls
o Can open indoors with modifications at 10% capacity
¢ Funeral Homes
o Can open indoors with modifications at 25% capacity
o No food/beverages permitted
e Libraries
o Can open indoors with modifications at 50% capacity
e Movie Theaters
o Can open indoors with modifications at 25% capacity or 100 people, whichever is fewer
e Museums and Zoos
o Can open indoors with modifications at 25% capacity
e Restaurants
o Can open indoors with modifications at 25% capacity or 100 people, whichever is fewer
o Wineries, breweries, and distilleries (where meals are not served): outdoor only with modifications, reservations
required, 90-minute time limit, seating/tables only, limited hours (service for on-site consumption close by 8:00 pm)
o Does not include bars where meals are not served, which must remain closed in the red tier
e Places of Worship
o May remain open indoors with modifications, limited to 25% capacity
e Retail (Includes Bookstores, Florists, Grocery, Home and Furnishing Stores, Jewelry, Sporting Goods, etc.)
o Indoor capacity can increase to 50%
e Shopping Malls and Swap Meets
o Indoor capacity can increase to 50%
o Food courts can open with limited capacity of 25% or 100 people (whichever is less)
o Closed common areas
¢ Hair Salons and Barbershops
o May remain open indoors with modifications
e Personal Care Services (e.g. Nail Salons, Body Waxing, Tattoo Parlors, Piercing Studios, Skin Care and Cosmetology,
Massage Services)
o May remain open indoors with modifications
e Weddings
o Ceremonies can take place indoors with modifications at 25% capacity
o No food/beverages permitted
¢ Youth and Adult Recreational Sports
o Some outdoor moderate-contact sports permitted. Higher-contact outdoor sports may be permitted, subject to
additional requirements.
