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Orange County advances to orange tier, additional businesses to reopen on
March 31

WESTMINSTER, Calif. - Orange County has advanced to the orange “moderate” tier in the State
of California’s “Blueprint for a Safer Economy” reopening plan.

Effective Wednesday, March 31, the following businesses, including those in Westminster, may
reopen and increase their capacities under the orange tier:

e Restaurants
o May reopen for indoor dining with modifications
o (Capacity must be limited to 50 percent or 200 people, whichever is fewer

e Bars
o May open outdoor only with modifications

¢ Wineries, Breweries, and Distilleries Where Meals are Not Served
o May reopen for indoor dining with modifications
o (Capacity must be limited to 25 percent or 100 people, whichever is fewer

¢ Places of Worship, Cultural Ceremonies, Wedding Ceremonies, and Funerals
o May open indoors with modifications
o Indoor activities must be limited to 50 percent capacity

o Offices (Non-Essential Businesses)
o May open indoors with modifications
o Working remotely is highly encouraged



Shopping Centers
o May open indoors at 100 percent capacity for shopping malls, destination
shopping centers, and swap meets
o Shopping center food courts may reopen with limited capacity of 50 percent or
200 people, whichever is fewer (see industry guidelines for restaurants)
o Common areas remain closed

Retail
o May open indoors at 100 percent capacity with modifications

Hair Salons and Barbershops; Personal Care Services (e.g. nail salons, body waxing,
tattoo parlors, piercing studios, skin care and cosmetology, massage services)
o Mayremain open indoors with modifications

Dance Studios, Gyms, Fitness Facilities, Yoga Studios, Climbing Walls
o May reopen indoors with modifications
o (Capacity must be limited to 25 percent

Youth and Adult Recreational Sports
o Some outdoor high-contact sports and low-contact indoor sports are permitted

Movie Theaters
o (Capacity must be limited to 50 percent or 200 people, whichever is fewer

Libraries
o May open indoors at 100 percent capacity with modifications

Bowling Alleys, Family Entertainment Centers, and Indoor Playgrounds (Includes
Bounce Centers, Ball Pits, and Laser Tag)

o May reopen indoors for naturally distanced activities with modifications

o (Capacity must be limited to 25 percent
