WHEREAS, this City Council recognizes the importance of working together and
supporting each other to help children and families by providing resources, education, and
support during challenges and struggles having to do with incidents of child abuse; and

WHEREAS, April is Child Abuse Prevention Month throughout the nation, so we're
asking each resident of the City of Westminster to support families and children by bringing
awareness to prevent, provide intervention and inform others of the resources available.

NOW, THEREFORE I, Chi Charlie Nguyen, Mayor of the City of Westminster, on behalf
of Vice Mayor Kimberly Ho, and Council Members Amy Phan West, Carlos Manzo, and
NamQuan Nguyen do hereby proclaim April 2024 as CHILD ABUSE PREVENTION MONTH in
the City of Westminster and encourage all to learn about the importance of child abuse
prevention and taking part in combatting child abuse in our community.
